NO TO 1400 NEW HOUSES IN NORTH WITNEY

Proposed development is on the wrong side of the town

Andrew is standing up against plans to build 1400 new houses in North Witney, pointing out that
building on the farmland between the Woodstock and Hailey Roads will contribute to flooding in
central Witney by reducing the area which can absorb rainwater.

The proposed development will also add to traffic and pollution on the Woodstock Road and West
End as well as Bridge Street, where the air quality is already of serious concern.

Andrew said, “West Oxfordshire District Council has let down our community. | will challenge the
1400 houses which they support and put into the Local plan. This area already suffers from
serious flooding as well as traffic and air pollution: these will only be made worse by siting the
new development here.”
